Hopefully this 
will give local residents some time to consider 
whether or not Buderim Central Neighbourhood 
Watch is to continue. 
 
NHW is a very valuable community asset, and it 
would be a shame to see it collapse.

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Is it Curtains? 
 

It would be a shame if Your Neighbourhood Watch was 
forced to close due to lack of support.  It is imperative that 
we have more than a handful of people willing to take up 
the small task of an executive position and fill important, 
but not time consuming, roles within our Group. 
 
Why is it that no one comes forward to help out or attend 
quarterly meetings?  Is the time that meetings are held an 
inconvenience?  If it is, would we expect to see an 
increase in interest if the meetings were scheduled for 
another time slot, say in the evening? 

 
This Buderim Central Watch was initially formed in 1993 
when the then residents of Buderim decided that the area 
should be encompassed within the charter of State NHW 
There is no doubt whatsoever that if this watch had not 
been formed the level of crime within our area would have 
gone unchecked. 
 
It can be proven that the level of reported crime incidences 
have actually reduced, particularly more so in the last 
couple of years, despite the fact that our Buderim Central 
community has grown exponentially since 1993. 
 
This watch now has 1100 residences within our 
boundaries, and based on averages this represents in 
excess of 2200 residents that rely on neighbourhood 
vigilance to ensure that crime and other safety incidents 
are reported to the appropriate authorities for action. 
 
Surely there is someone in this number of people who could 
provide some official capacity and support the small number 
of our residents who regularly attend NHW meetings 
 
After all this is your neighbourhood, and we all have a right 
and responsibility to ensure that we provide a safe and 
secure environment in which to live.  Should the Watch 
close ALL current signage would be removed (including 
all house plaques) and it is a proven fact that these signs 
help deter criminal activity on a major scale. 
 
If you are able to help out and thus ensure that the Watch 
continues then we need you to contact any member of the 
group (phone numbers at top of this page).  We mention in 
particular any new residents who have moved to the area 
– you are automatically included in NHW, although not in a 
financial capacity – but that is only $5 per residence, which 
then gives you access to house plaques and support 
material. 
 
Get to know other people in your neighbourhood by 
becoming involved in NHW. 
 
In the hope of gaining additional support from the 
community we have therefore deferred our AGM which will 
now be held on Friday 19 November, 2010. 
 
Please do your utmost to ensure that this Watch does not 
close.

The website offers the same protection to your identity as the 
telephone hotline with the IP address of the computer being 
removed by the secure servers.
